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IrfanView has a new Plug-in
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A couple of years ago it was Paint; now it's Optical Character Reader (OCR) which allows you to "capture" text
from an image document so that you can edit and use it again. | use OCR on the scanned newspaper obituaries
of relatives so that | can insert the text into my Family Tree Maker genealogy program without a lot of typing.
Hunt-and-peck works just fine here. This plug-in adds a new capability to this free image viewer for Windows.

You can get the latest version 4.25 from www.irfanview.com. IrfanView Paint is included in the plug-in
download at this site. The OCR plug-in is downloaded from http://www.irfanview.info/plugins/kadmos/.

To use the OCR plug-in, open your document image (I use the newspaper obituaries of relatives) in IrfanView
and press F9. The document now appears in a new KADMOS for IrfanView window. The document color is
yellow and black. Draw a box around the text you want to convert. When you release the mouse button, a new
dialog box opens with the recognition results. Just highlight the text in this box, press Ctrl+C, open Notepad or
any word processor and press Ctrl+V. You can now edit the text.

The OCR plug-in is not as good as ABBY'Y FineReader ($400); but, it seems adequate and it's free.
