Right-Justify Part of aLinein Word

Suppose you want to list an item at the left margin and the destruction date on the same line at the right margin.

If the ruler isn®visible at the top of the typing area, select View > Ruler. Click Format > Tabs. In the Tab stop
position field, enter the inch number on the ruler (e.g. 5.75) where the right margin begins. Click Right in the
Alignment section, select a Leader character if you wish, and click on OK. Thiswill result in the effect you
want.

On each line, type the item name, press the Tab key, then type the destruction date. All the dates will line up at
the right margin. If you®e applying this formatting to text that®already typed, select al the text-before you set
the tab.

If you accidentally delete the Show Desktop shortcut from the taskbar® Quick Launch tray, you can use the
keyboard shortcut "Windows Key+D" instead.

Adding Photo Descriptions with XP

In Windows XP, it®easy to add quite a bit of information on any type of file. Right click thefile, go to
properties, then summary. There®a comment space in which to write an explanatory note. When you hover
over thefile, about 50 characters of the comment show up, letting you know that the summary exists.

Transferring the old OE Address Book to a new Vista computer

On theold computer:

PlaceaCD inthedrive. Launch Outlook Express (OE) and click on File > Work Offline.

Click Tools > Address Book (WAB) and then click File > Export > Address Book (WAB). (Note: You don®
get the WAB option in OE®own menu.) Click in"Savein" box and select your CD burner. Typein aname
("Jack®Address Book" is asample - use any name you desire) for your file in the "File name" box. Click on
"Save."

Close out the open windows on the old machine.

On the new Vista computer:

Place the CD with your filein thedrive. Click the Start button € > All Programs > Windows Contacts.

On the toolbar, click Import > Windows Address Book file (Outlook Express contacts). Thisformat (.wab
file) is used by most earlier versions of Windows, including Windows XP.

Click Import, locate the contacts file you want to import, and then click Open. The new contacts should
appear in your Contacts folder.

When a message appears telling you that the contacts import process has completed, click OK > Close.
